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Business Assistance Program Continues To Grow

More than 500 contractor applicants have
taken advantage of the NSCB’s New Business
Assistance Program established last year
to provide guidance with the
license application process.

Instructional workshops are
conducted monthly in the
Board’s Southern Nevada
office and every other month
in the Reno office. Applicants
for a contractors license receive
information to complete the
application process quickly and
accurately.

In addition to the workshop, license
applicants are offered one-on-one assistance
for review of new application forms, or license
change applications. Information in locating

source documents for the application is

provided, as well as a checklist of state and
local agencies and other resources. “Getting
Licensed in Nevada,” a useful document
provided to workshop attendees, may

also be obtained through the Board's
website www.nscb.state.nv.us,

under the heading “Contractor
Information,” or at either of the
Board’s offices.

Response to the program has

been exceptional with
attendance at the workshops
doubling since the inception.

Deterring Unlicensed Activity with Proactive Enforcement

Do you ever wonder how the NSCB reins in
unlicensed contracting activity and levels the
playing field for licensed contractors? How
do leads turn into action, and who tracks
down illegal activity? This complex task
belongs to the Board’s Special Investigations
Unit (SIV) investigators.

While investigators in the Compliance
Investigations Unit (CIU) respond primarily to
consumer complaints and subcontractor and
supplier non-payment complaints, SIU
investigators use a variety of proactive
investigative techniques to combat
unlicensed contracting.

SIU investigators referred 1,067 unlicensed
contractors for criminal prosecution during
the 2005 fiscal year, which was double from
the previous year.

Many techniques SIU uses to locate
unlicensed activity are as follows:

e SWEEPS - On average, five sweeps are
conducted by SIU each month.
Investigators visit numerous active
construction sites throughout the state
and issue citations to unlicensed
contractors.

e STINGS- An average of two undercover

sting operations are conducted each
month statewide. Each sting requires
investigators to set up a pre-selected
home site and pose as homeowners
interested in contracting for a variety of
improvement projects. Unlicensed
contractors who advertise in the Yellow
Pages or local print media are
contacted and invited to bid on various
work at the sting site. If an unlicensed
contractor submits a bid for any job, he
is usually issued a criminal citation and
given a Notice to Appear in court,

The conversion can earm the
property owner $1 for each square foot
of grass replaced with water-smart
landscaping, which helps offset the
cost of the conversion.

You can help your client understand
the program; the process is easy.

First, be sure the property owner
submits an application. This can
e done online or by calling the
Conservation Helpline at (702)
258-SAVE.

Second, a SNWA representative
will schedule a pre-conservation
site visit. Landscape conversions
started, or completed prior to a
site visit, are not eligible for a
rebate.

Third, the SNWA will give the
property owner the go-ahead to
start the conversion. You and your
client will have six months to
complete the upgrade.

Finally, when the upgrade is
complete, aSNWA representative
will schedule a post-conversion
site visit to verify the landscape
meets program conditions.
Once the conversion in
verified, a check will be sent to
the property owner within 60
days.

The
program, sponsored by the SNWA,
offers water-efficiency training from
conservation experts and identifies
landscape companies that qualify

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New Changes in the Law For 2005

SB 300 made some significant changes
to the Nevada prompt-pay statute. The
amendments to the prompt-pay statute
apply to owners orlessees of real property
on private works. The statute does not
apply to an owner of a single-family
dwelling, or public works. The
amendments became effective July 1,
2005,

The tferm “Prime Contractor” refers to a
contractor entering info an agreement
with an owner.

Theretentioninan agreementwithaprime
contractor cannotexceed 10 percent of
the amount of a payment.

The priorstatute required the ownerto give
a contractor writfen notice of withholding
of a payment on or before the payment
date. The amendment also permits a
prime contractor to object o withholding
of a payment or portion of a payment,
and limits the amount that may be
withheld.

The provisions of NRS 624.610 are revised
to permit a prime contractor to stop work
if:

- An owner fails to pay the prime
confractor (within the time set forthin
thestatute).

- An owner fails to give the prime
contractor Notice of Withholding
required by the statute,

- Affer receipt of Notice of
Withholding, the prime contractor
disputes the notice and claims
that the withholding is not in good
faith or for reasonable cause.

- If 30 days after a written request
for a change order is submitted
by the Prime Contractor to the
Owner, and the Owner fails to:
1) Issue the change order, or

2) Givereasonswhy the change
order is not being processed.

SB 343 makes various changes to
provisions related to mechanics’
and material men’s liens requiring
alessee to record a notice of posted
security under certain
circumstances; requiring certain
lessees to establish a construction
disbursement account and obtain
the services of a construction
control; establishing requirements for
administering a constfruction
disbursement account; providing
that a lien claimant has a lien
against a construction disbursement
account under certain
circumstances; and changing the
form of a nofice of lien. The bond
form required to bond around a lien
has been revised. The bill now
provides for the release of all
prospective and existing rights of lien
claimants, as well as specific liens.
Alien claimant must bring an action

on the bond within nine months after
the work is completed, or the bond
is served upon the lien claimant.,

AB 193 became effective July 1,
2005. It amends the law by creating
an “exemption” from obtaining a
contractor’s license by redefining the
term “Contractor.” Under the new
amendment, an “Owner” is now
defined as an owner or lessee of real
property, or any improvements
entered info an agreement, oral or
written, with the prime contractor for
the prime contractor to provide work,
materials or equipment for
improvements, and includes an
owner of a planned unit development
who enters info one or more
agreements (oral or written) with one
or more general building contractors
or general engineering contractors.
An owner of a planned unit
development is excluded in the
revised definition of the contractor.
Certain activities of an owner may
still require licensing under other
sections of NRS 624,

Board-sponsored Bill:

The State Contractors Board sponsored one bill that
was signed by Governor Guinn in the 2005 legislative
session.

AB 501 (Assembly Commerce and Labor
Committee) —This bill contains multiple provisions
that change the NSCB license law. AB 501 extends
the statute of limitations for certain misdemeanor
offenses of the NSCB law from one year to two
years; prohibits certain unfair business practices and
other improper practices by contractors; revises
provisions regarding certain financial statements
submitted to the State Contractors’ Board;

authorizes the Board to deny a license or take
disciplinary action for certain criminal offenses
committed in other jurisdictions; increases the
amount of administrative fines the Board may
impose for certain violations; requires the Board to
establish standards for use determining the amount
of certain administrative fines; requires the payment
of interest on certain administrative fines; and
provides for penalties. AB 501 took effect June 10,
2005.

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Revised Regulation Helps Simplify Construction Defect Disputes

The NSCB recently revised its
regulations to Assembly Bill (AB) 537.
The change simplifies the process for
submitting a request concerning a
constructional defect.

A claimant, contractor, or design
professional may submit a question
or dispute to the State Contractors
Board concerning any matter which
may relate to a constructional defect.
Questions include those concermning
the need, appropriate method, and
efficiency of repairs.

When a question or dispute is
submitted to the Board, the Board wiill
respond to the question, or
investigate the dispute and
render a decision.

The Board will provide a
response no later than 30
days after a question or
dispute is submitted to
the Board.

Responses or decisions of the Board
are not binding and are not subject to

judicial review. This process does not

prevent individuals from pursuing any
remedy conceming a
constructional defect.

Avoid Fines for Working

Manufactured Housing Division

The Nevada State Contractors Board
does not regulate work performed
on manufactured houses. However,
NRS 624.3015(4) prohibits contractors
from working on manufactured
housing without a license from the
Manufactured Housing Division
(MHD).

Chapter 489 of Nevada Revised
Statues requires licensing by the
Manufactured Housing Division to
work on manufactured houses.
Without licensing such work would
be totally unregulated. An
unlicensed company is exposed to

on Manufactured Houses

greater liability in the event of
disputes and/or injuries which may
result in negative impacts on
insurance costs and availability.
Holding a manufactured housing
license can provide a greater
potential market for business,
especially since the division will soon
provide licenses for all areas
encompassed by Contractors Board
Class C categories. The division must
approve adlterations to the original
structure, including additions, prior to
obtaining any local permits.

Assembly Bill 427 became effective
Oct. 1, 2005. This new low enables

the Manufactured Housing Division
to assess a minimum fine of $1,000
and a maximum of $10,000 for work
on a manufactured/mobile home or
commercial coach by a contractor
without the appropriate license from
the division.

To apply for a license with the
Manufactured Housing Division,
call the division’s education
officer at (702)486-4592 for study
guides and testing information.
For licensing information and
applications, call the MHD
licensing office (702) 486-4590.

Bond Required To Become Licensed In Nevada

Each contfractor’s license issued in
the State of Nevada requires alicense
bond. The Nevada State Contractors
Board determines the amount of the
bond at the time of license approval.
A bond can vary in amount from
$1,000 to $500,000. When determining
the amount of bond required, the
Board will consider the type of license
requested, monetary limit granted,
past, present or future financial
responsibility, experience, and
character of the applicant.

Once an application is approved,
the applicant will receive nofification

regarding the amount of bond
required. A surety bond or a cash
deposit will be required for that
amount.

Surety bonds must be executed on
the form provided by the Board. The
bond must be written by a surety
company authorized to transact
business in the State of Nevada, and
whose long-tferm obligations are
rated "A” or better.

An applicant or licensee can post a
cash deposit In lieu of a surety bond.
Cash deposits must be in the form of

a Cashier’s Check for the full
amount of the bond. An annual
administrative fee of $100 will be
assessed for all cash bond deposits.
If you choose to post a cash deposit,
you should know that the
Contractors Board is required fo
hold that cash deposit for an
additional two years following
termination of the license or relief of
the bond requirement. The
requirement is based on the statute
of limitation for filing claims.

Las Vegas Contractor Pleads Guilty to 49 Felony Counts

On Aug. 1,2005, Frank Hall, dba Curtis
Construction of Las Vegas pleaded
guilty and was sentenced on 49 felony
countfs and four misdemeanor counts
involving fraudulent contracting
activity. Charges against Hallincluded
felony charges of: Obfaining Money
Under False Pretenses, Diversion of
Funds, and Theft; as well as a Gross
Misdemeanor charge of Use of False
Permit, License or Diploma.

Hall, who once held a contractor’s
license that was revoked in 2003, was
accused of illegally purchasing Curtis
Construction from alicensed contractor
and unlawfully engaging in confracting
under the Curtis Construction license.

Hall had a history of diversion of funds
and abandoning projects on his prior
licenses.

The court sentenced Hall to five years
probation and ordered him to pay
$403,694.76 in restitution fo his victims,
in monthly payments of $7,481 within
the first 54 months of probation.
Pleading guilty to all counts, Hall also
signed a civil confession of judgment,
and agreed not to perform any
contracting work, own any
contracting business or operate asan
employee, agent, shareholder,
manager or officer of any business
which engages in contracting in the
state of Nevada.

The NSCB, District Attorney’s Office,
and Metro worked together on the
case, which began with consumer
complaints.

The Board has no tolerance for fraud
and will continue to prosecute this type
of case to the full extent possible. Hall’s
ilegal actions resulted in numMmerous
claims on the Residential Recovery
Fund amounting to approximately
$700,000 in losses to homeowners.

At Residential Recovery Fund hearings
in December 2004 and July 2005, atotal
of $400,000 was awarded to the 71
victims of Curtis Construction, as partial
reimbursement for their losses.

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Construction Education Grants Near $1 million Mark

The Construction Education
Commission, created by the
Legislature in 2001 and fofally funded
by Nevada licensed contractors, has
to date awarded $807,123.

The commission encourages
programs that meet its mission of
improving quality and integrity in the
construction industry that attract
and retain an educated and skilled
workforce. It consists of one member
who is a member of the Nevada
State Contractors Board and six
members appointed by the
governor. Four members represent
the construction industry and the
other two members have
knowledge of constfruction
education programs.

On Nov. 29,2005, the Nevada State
Commission on Construction
Education awarded grants to four
Nevada organizations totally
$289,983 for use in furthering their
educational services.

The Academy for Career
Education received $49,800 to
purchase equipment and materials
for the school’'s new diesel
technicians’ program.

The Las Vegas Chapter of the
Associated Builders and
Contractors was awarded
$100,000 to conduct 78 seminars,
courses and classes to improve craft

worker marketability and workforce
development,

Associated General Contractors,
Southern Nevada Chapter,

received $91,633 for use in developing
various fraining classes for contractors.
AGC representatives indicated that
interest in 2006 classes has tripled from
the previous year.

CONSTRUCTION
EDUCATION

Electrical JATC for Southern
Nevada was given $48,550 to
purchase motor control and
programmable logic control
demonstrators. A stipulation was
made that the equipment would be
made accessible for loan to other
programs within the state.

Earlier this year, the commission gave
a grant of $31,100 to A B C Sierra
Nevada Chapter to address skills
shortage in the construction industry.

The program will target individuals
between ages 17 and 22 and is
designed to provide fundamental
skills and knowledge of the industry
to showcase career opportunities.

The five-week, hands-on training
program offers participants the
opportunity to learn from craft
professionals and a recognized
industry curriculum. The goal of the
program is to provide participants
with tools needed to become
marketable and confident in the
construction field.

The Builders Association of
Northern Nevada (BANN) was
awarded $35,582 for ongoing
educational programs. BANN offers
programs in conjunction with a
national building industry association
to promote workmanship in the
residential construction area.

One goal of the program is to
increase awareness that a career in
a constfruction frade is a viable
profession that offers competitive
salaries and high job satisfaction.

Required General Contractor Disclosures

NRS 624.600 Required disclosures by general building contractor. A general building contractor
shall provide in writing to the owner of a single-family residence with whom he has contracted:

1. The name, license number, business address and telephone number of:
(a) All subcontractors with whom he has contracted on the project; and
(b) All persons who furnish material of the value of $500 or more to be used in the project.

2. A nofice that a person described in subsection 1T may record a notice of lien upon the residence of
the owner and any building, structure and improvement thereon pursuant to the provisions of NRS 108.226.

3. Aninformational form, whose contents must be prescribed by the board, regarding:
(a) Contractors pursuant to chapter 624 of NRS; and
(b) Mechanics’ and materialmen’s liens pursuant to chapter 108 of NRS.

state, or to submit a
bid on a job situated
within this state without having an
active license.

Be sure name of business under which contractor is contracting is the same as the license
number. NRS 624.305

Be sure the amount of the bid or contract is within the monetary limit of the contractor.

Be sure that the contract is within the scope of work/license classification.
NRS 6243015(3)

Know what you are contracting for, verify terms of the contract, and comply with terms of the
confract, NRS 624.3013(1)

If it is not in your written contract, it doesn’t exist. Make sure all change orders are in writing and
signed by all parties. NRS 624.3013(1)

Leave Residential Recovery Fund Disclosure with client for all residential contracts.
NRS 624.520

Provide customers with required Notice to Owner Disclosure.
NRS 624.600(1)(2) and (3) as described in NAC 624.693 & NAC 624.6932

Make sure your license number is on all business advertisements, including vehicles, business
cards, letterhead, signage, directories, newspapers, website, etc.  NRS 624.720
