With research, increased awareness
and moderate alterations in building con-
struction practices, commercial and resi-
dential owners can gain substantial energy
cost savings to current and future build-
ings.  

The 2009 International Energy
Conservation Code (IECC) will move the
base-minimum code (2006 IECC) to a 30
percent better energy performance level
for new buildings by the year 2015.  

IECC Residential
The residential code has a prescriptive

section and table, Section 402, that “pre-
scribes” the current minimum basic com-
ponent requirements. For Southern
Nevada, the significant changes are in
window requirements. The new code
requires a maximum U-factor of .50 (a
rate of time it takes the warm side air
temperature to transfer through the win-
dow glass and frame assembly to the cold
side of the window), and a maximum
solar heat gain coefficient of .30 (maxi-

mum 30 percent of the solar heat radiant
temperature gain through window). These
changes should not significantly increase
the cost of a house, since the window
manufacturers have been moving toward
these base minimum changes for some
time, have depleted older stock and effi-
ciently incorporated window film and
sealing improvements into their base
production lines.  

The significant residential changes for
homes in Northern Nevada are in exterior
wall requirements. These changes could
add to the initial construction cost in both
materials and labor.

In today’s economy, Teaming

Arrangements are one of the top meth-
ods for entering new markets and becom-
ing more competitive. Of course, compe-
tition levels are increasing everyday with
the economic slowdown, and set-aside
procurements in the federal government
arena are gaining traction. These issues,
along with the need for increased techni-
cal capacity, operating capital and bond-

In many instances, consolidation of
teaming partners’ “past projects” have
proved to be helpful in landing particular
projects.

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Another significant change to residential
energy compliance concerns the “tight-
ness” of the house.  Per the new code,
either a blower-door test or thorough
inspection, using the mandatory thermal
bypass building sealing checklist of IECC
Table 402.4.2, must be performed.  

These inspections must be performed
by the permitting jurisdiction or an
approved, certified third-party inspection
agency. There should be no additional cost
with homes constructed to current Energy
Star or equivalent standards. 

The final major change in the 2009 res-
idential portion of the code pertains to
mandatory duct-blaster testing for all
HVAC ducts installed in unconditioned
spaces. All ducts within homes installed
within unconditioned attic or crawl spaces,
or in unconditioned basements, must be
tested by a qualified third-party testing
agency. (HERS raters or BPI certified
energy auditors are examples of approved
testers).  Homes built to RESNET above-
code program standards may follow the
testing protocol of their program.  This
requirement could increase the cost of
home construction by an additional $150 to
$200.  

IECC Commercial Changes
There are several major changes affect-

ing commercial requirements of the energy
code.   Minimum insulation requirements
have increased 25 percent for all attics,
from R-30 to R-38, and likewise for steel

framed walls, from R-13 to R-13, plus 1
inch of continuous form on the exterior
side.  Little change has occurred on the
window efficiency side, but skylights must
be 30 percent more efficient than required
in the 2006 code.  

Regarding other changes to the energy
envelope, a major change is how jurisdic-
tions in Southern Nevada looked at
vestibules.  In previous codes, we amended
the vestibule exceptions section to match
that of ASHRAE 90.1, exempting build-
ings under four stories in height. In the
2009 code, this exemption goes away. So,
if you are using the IECC as your base
code, vestibule requirements will now be
strictly enforced.  This could cause design
professionals some consternation, especial-
ly if they are designing restaurants with
dining patios.  

The bulk of major changes in the com-
mercial code center on Section 505, deal-
ing with electrical power and lighting sys-
tems.  The affects of daylighting, or the
strategic use of windows and skylights to
bring in natural light in lieu of electric
lighting, has been introduced into the code
with a new Section 505.2.2.3.  (This strate-
gy will become more predominant, as
future energy code editions develop).  

Initially, in this code, increased switch-
ing and sensing equipment will be required
to decrease electrical lighting sources when
adequate natural window lighting is avail-
able.  

The most profound changes to the
IECC lighting section is not how the code
was written, but how we in Southern

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Nevada have amended and enforced the
lighting power density requirements for
interior and exterior lighting in the past.
Previously, the industry requested rewrit-
ing power budget tables to allow lighting
technology to “catch up” with code man-
dates.  In this code cycle, requirements of
Sections 505.5 and 505.6 will now be
strictly enforced.  Increased allowances
for interior occupancy groups and bonus-
es for the height of fixtures are eliminat-
ed.  We also removed the specific exemp-
tion from the lighting power density
requirements for food establishments,
convinced that more efficient lighting is
now available to meet both energy code
and health department requirements.

provider. You may “fit into the project” in
ways that you cannot imagine. This is
where a business must learn to look at the
big picture, and also learn of purchasing
concepts utilized in today’s markets.

In the construction arena, for example,
the military commonly contracts for day-
to-day projects through vehicles such as:

SABER, JOC, MATOC, MACC. Of
course, you must be familiar with these
acronyms and also understand how con-
tract vehicles function. They are complete
turnkey operations (from takeoff until con-
tract completion). 

In most cases, these types of contracts
require teaming arrangements or just learn-
ing how to follow the projects and become
part of the team.

The Nevada State Commission on
Construction Education recently awarded
grants to four Nevada organizations total-
ing $79,080 for furthering their educational
services in construction.

The Construction Management
Program (CMP) at UNLV received
$49,080 for the purchase of 20 new com-
puters with up-to-date hardware and soft-
ware that will allow students to learn pro-
gramming skills currently used in the con-
struction industry. CMP has been deliver-
ing high-quality construction education to
Nevadans since 1988. The program was
accredited by the American Council for
Construction Education in 1999. Without
these new computers, CMP felt future
accreditation would have been difficult. 

The Plumbing Heating Cooling
Contractors of Nevada Education
Foundation received $10,000 for instruc-
tional costs of its training classes designed
to add qualified journeyman plumbers to
the local workforce. Topics for first-year
apprentices cover ethics, integrity, credibil-
ity and enhancing the image of the plumb-
ing and construction industry. The manage-
ment education program is designed to pro-
vide training for personnel to retain them in
the industry.

The Western Apprenticeship
Coordinators Association (WACA)
received $10,000 for its annual Building
Women Career Fair that targets women
interested in construction careers and relat-
ed areas.  The fair, scheduled from 7:30
a.m. to 1 p.m., April 15, 2011, will be at

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The Nevada State Contractors Board adjudicated the following cases
from Oct. 1-31, 2010.

Crest Heights Company of Nevada, dba Bailey Construction, license
number 3417A (General Building), based out of Spring Creek, NV, was
found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for misrepresentation;
acting in the capacity of a contractor beyond the scope of the license; con-
tracting with an unlicensed contractor; aiding or abetting an unlicensed
person; and failure to establish financial responsibility. The licensee was
fined $5,500; ordered to pay investigative costs; ordered to provide a
financial statement to support the limit and submit to a business review
after six months.  The license limit was lowered to $1 million.

Kenneth Lee Franklin, dba Franklin Electric, license number 23789
(Electrical Wiring and Residential Wiring), based out of Reno, NV, was
found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for misrepresentation.
The licensee was fined $500 and ordered to pay investigative costs. The
license limit was lowered to $175,000.

Stegmeir Quality Construction Co., Inc., license numbers 69296 and
69510 (Residential & Small Commercial and Carpentry), based out of Sun
Valley, NV, was found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for sub-
standard workmanship; failure to include the monetary license limit and
license number on a contract or proposal; acting in the capacity of a con-
tractor beyond the scope of the license; failure to obtain the proper build-
ing permits; and for the partnership, corporation, firm or association par-
ticipating in a prohibited act. The licensee was fined $2,500 and ordered
to pay investigative costs. The licenses were revoked.

Conely Equipment & Leasing, LLC., license number 61118
(Excavating and Grading; Wrecking Buildings; Sewers, Drains & Pipes
and Pipeline & Conduits), based out of  Reno, NV, was found in violation
of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for failure to pay money due for materi-
als or services; failure to keep in force a bond or cash deposit; and fail-
ure to establish financial responsibility. No fines or investigative costs
were assessed. The licensee is in bankruptcy. The license was revoked. 

Nevada Garage Cabinets, LLC., dba 1st Choice Storage Solutions,
license numbers 59785 and 54686 (Painting and Carpentry), based out of
Las Vegas, NV, was found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for
failure to establish financial responsibility and for the partnership, corpo-
ration, firm or association participating in a prohibited act. The licensee
was fined $250 and  ordered to pay investigative costs. The licenses were
suspended until a current financial statement is provided that supports the
license limits.

Bell Electrical Systems, LLC., license number 58771A (Electrical
Contracting), based out of Las Vegas, NV, was found in violation of

Nevada Revised Statute 624 for misrepresentation of a material fact. The
licensee was fined $2,500 and ordered to pay investigative costs. The
license was placed on probation for one year.

CY Chaim Yehros, dba C Y Development & Construction, license
number 16728 (General Building), based out of Las Vegas, NV, was found
in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for failure to pay money due
for materials or services. The licensee was fined $1,000 and ordered to
pay investigative costs.

ACDC Electrical Contractors Nevada, LLC., license number 73302
(Electrical Contracting), based out of Cedar City, UT, was found in viola-
tion of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for failure to respond to a written
request from the Board; failure to establish financial responsibility; failure
to comply with the terms of a construction contract, thereby causing mate-
rial injury to another; abandonment of a construction project; failure to
complete a construction project in accordance with the plans and specifi-
cations; and failure to pay money due for materials or services. The
licensee was fined $4,500 and ordered to pay investigative costs and
make full restitution to all damaged parties and reimburse the Board for
any monies paid out of the Residential Recovery Fund. The license was
revoked.

First Choice Electric, dba Las Vegas Sight & Sound, license number
53676 (Electrical Contracting), based out of Las Vegas, NV, was found in
violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for failure to comply with the
terms of a construction contract, thereby causing material injury to anoth-
er; failure to take appropriate corrective action; failure to include the
Residential Recovery Fund information on a contract or proposal; failure
to include the monetary license limit and license number on a contract or
proposal; and failure to establish financial responsibility. The licensee was
fined $2,350 and ordered to pay investigative costs and make full restitu-
tion to all damaged parties and reimburse the Board for any monies paid
out of the Residential Recovery Fund. The license was revoked.

Access Technologies Corporation, license numbers 46441 and 46442
(Fire Detection, Low Voltage, Structural Steel, Ornamental Metal,
Prefabricated Steel Structures and Awnings & Louvers), based out of
Henderson, NV, was found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute 624 for
failure to establish financial responsibility and for the partnership, corpo-
ration, firm or association participating in a prohibited act. The licensee
was fined $500 and ordered to pay investigative costs and make full resti-
tution to all damaged parties and reimburse the Board for any monies paid
out of the Residential Recovery Fund. The licenses were revoked.

R S V P Systems, license number 52374 (Fire Detection and Low
Voltage), based out of Las Vegas, NV, was found in violation of Nevada

The (Northern) Nevada Chapter
Associated General Contractors received
$10,000 for its NEVADABUILDUP pro-
gram designed to provide emerging, small
and reorganized construction companies
with the tools and tactics to maintain a
viable business and survive in a recession-
ary economy. The program offers seminars

to hone management skills, employee
educational and networking opportunities
and training aimed at promoting safety on
jobsites.  

The Construction Education
Commission was created by the Nevada
Legislature in 2001 for the purpose of
encouraging programs that meet the mis-
sion of improving quality and integrity in
the construction industry to attract and
retain an educated and skilled workforce.
It consists of one member from the
Nevada State Contractors Board and six
members appointed by the governor. Four
members represent the construction indus-
try and the other two have knowledge of

construction education program.
The commission is totally funded

through voluntary contributions and fines
levied through the Nevada State
Contractors Board disciplinary process.  

A goal of the program is to increase
awareness that a career in the construction
trade is a viable profession that offers
competitive salaries and high job
satisfaction.

Due to the bankruptcy, no fines or inves-
tigative costs were assessed. The license was revoked.

1 Development Construction Corporation, license numbers 69136 and
70312  (Residential & Small Commercial and Plumbing & Heating), based
out of Las Vegas, NV, was found in violation of Nevada Revised Statute
624 for failure to respond to a written request from the Board; failure to
establish financial responsibility and for the partnership, corporation, firm
or association participating in a prohibited act. The licensee was fined
$1,000 and ordered to pay investigative costs and make full restitution to
all damaged parties and reimburse the Board for any monies paid out of
the Residential Recovery Fund. The licenses were revoked.

**The Business Review Program is one in which a contractor’s
business practices and regulatory compliance is examined by NSCB
investigative staff. The program is a part of NSCB’s proactive inves-
tigative efforts.

The Nevada State Contractors Board is committed to protecting the
public’s health, safety, and welfare through licensing and regulation
of the construction industry. Under Nevada Revised Statutes, a
licensee is subject to disciplinary action by the Board for failure to
comply with the requirements of the laws or regulations governing
contractors.   Violations may result in Board action against the con-
tractor’s license.  The State Contractors Board has the power to reg-
ulate contractors and discipline licensees who violate NRS 624.
Disciplinary action may consist of a fine of up to $10,000 per offense,
order corrective action, suspension, revocation or other action.
